WSSA Board of Directors Meeting Minutes
July 12 and July 13, 2016, Tucson, AZ

17 voting members present with 8 of 8 executive board members so quorum was met. 
Rick Boydston attended by phone for the morning of Tuesday July 12.

Call to Order, Approval of the Agenda 
President Kevin Bradley called the meeting to order at 7:50 A.M. on Tuesday July 12, 2016 and introductions were made.  

MOTION: No agenda changes were brought forward, so acceptance was moved by Reid Smeda and seconded by Dallas Peterson. Unanimous affirmative vote. 

MOTION: Approval of Meeting Minutes from February 6-7, 2016 was made by Sarah Ward and seconded by Prasanta Bhowmik.  Unanimous affirmative vote. Approval of the minutes for Feb 11, 2016 was postponed to permit opportunity for all members to read.

Executive Secretary Search. The recommendation by Search Committee was to go with Interactive Management Incorporated (IMI), located in Westminster, CO. We will enter into a 3-yr contract. Discussion continued on topics such as the official start of contract, logistics of overlap and transition, and dealing with the database. Joyce Lancaster said her official retirement date is April 1, 2017. Need to better define what IMI will do with database and clarify costs, if any.  Proposal submitted by David Kruger was discussed but action was postponed. Next steps: communicate to nonwinner, initiate discussion with IMI and get confirmation with regionals.

MOTION: to grant approval for Kevin Bradley to move forward with negotiating contract with IMI. Hilary Sandler made the motion; Andrew Kniss seconded. Unanimous affirmative vote. 

Executive Secretary Report (Joyce Lancaster):  Joyce Lancaster referred to the report she had sent to the board. Membership statistics look good but includes student registrations, which were high in Puerto Rico, going from 91 to 182. Regular membership is steadily dropping; Emeritus membership was up slightly. Discussion was made to link emeritus with Cambridge to encourage contributions to foundation/endowment. We need to increase outreach to international members and students as they move along in their careers.  The location of the 2020 meeting was discussed.  Savannah Hyatt too small? Jacksonville and San Diego were mentioned as possible sites. Next steps: circle back to Membership committee to see what they are doing and check with IMI.

National Academy of Science Request. Kevin Bradley discussed request regarding the publication, “Genetically Engineered (GE) Crops: Experience and Prospects”. We should engage our public awareness committee and include our logo as co-endorsement. Funds could come from President’s Contingency Fund.

Finance Committee Report (Rick Boydston).  San Juan very expensive; AV cost $48K.  Inform IMI to ensure contract items are met. A suggestion was made not to print awards bulletin, save $4K.

MOTION: Change registration suite of fee charges to: $400/$500/$600 plus $100 for nonmembers; made by Dallas Peterson and seconded by Rob Richardson. Motion was amended to increase the fee to $75 for spouse (RS) and keep student fees the same. Unanimous affirmative vote. 

MOTION: Accept Rick Boydston’s proposal to set 2017 membership dues at $175 for regular members and $50 for students and omit non-North American distinction (just call it “membership”). Motion made by Reid Smeda and seconded by Dallas Peterson. Unanimous affirmative vote. 

Public Awareness Committee (Lee Van Wychen): This committee is raising their own funds and this should be built into WSSA budget. Liaisons (2) cost about $30K. Idea: Maintain sustaining membership support by documenting impacts (1-pager). Should this be a Presidential duty?

MOTION: Change sustaining membership levels:  increase Presidential level from $5K to $6k; the others follow suit as $3K, $2K, $1K, $500 for Leaders, Patron, Contributor, Associate, respectively. Made by Sarah Ward and seconded by Andrew Kniss. Unanimous affirmative vote. 

Press Release.  Cambridge University will do article highlighting press release at a cost of $100/press release. Will IMI continue to do this? Could Cambridge do this?  Sarah Ward to follow up. Who owns our distribution list?  Joyce Lancaster and Kevin Bradley to follow up.

Director of Science Policy Report:  Lee Van Wychen discussed his 17-point 11-page report. Bryan Young provided details on tank mix prohibition/herbicide synergism on nontarget organisms. Bryan Young had a great PPT that Lee Van Wychen used for EPA. We discussed review of data/articles in our journals and reviewing research and design studies.  This may help EPA make guidelines for future studies.  Could CAST help out on this instead of doing review papers? Kevin Bradley will work with Lee Van Wychen to form committee to address this issue.

Herbicide Resistant Management Plan.  Formal 11-point plan from EPA. Some concerns regarding aquatic RM issues perhaps as they do not always want to use full label rate.

Internship for DSP. Action item: Lee Van Wychen to put together job description and see who applies. Funds can then be appropriated.

EPA Liaison Report (Mike Barrett). Ecological Risk Assessment. Triazines. MB recommended that WSSA consider making a response to the report.

Meeting Program Report. Janis McFarland led a discussion on symposia for February 2017 meeting: we can budget for 4, if we have space. Sections can also be driven to have a specific focus. Keynote speaker needed for opening session.  

Local Arrangements Committee discussed possible tours: Arizona-Sonoran Desert Museum; PIMA Air and Space museum; Biosphere 2 (tours but no facilities other than restrooms). Other options included: Titan Missile Museum, near Tubak (art area).  Catalina State Park, part of Cordon National Park.  Saguaro National Park (east and west units); good for individuals.  Kartchner Caverns. Winery tour.  Old Tucson: walk around, dinner.  Sabino Canyon: walking hiking, tram tour (45 min). Golf course on site at Hotel, 36-holes.  Star Pass Golf course is 35-45 minutes away.  Golf will be fundraiser for endowment.

MOTION: Made by Bryan Young, seconded by Andrew Kniss to adjourn. Unanimous affirmative vote. Adjourned at 3:55 P.M.  Tour of hotel facilities followed for about 45 minutes.



Wednesday July 13, 2016. 

Called to order by President Kevin Bradley at 7:45 A.M.

MOTION: Approval of Meeting Minutes from February 11, 2016 was made by Mark Bernards and seconded by Bryan Young.  Unanimous affirmative vote. 

Herbicide MOA (Scott Senseman). Clarification of issues regarding Herbicide mechanism of action classification-mission of ad-hoc committee. EPA wants clarification between WSSA system and HRAC.  Scott Senseman will try to organize relevant chairs to address this issue.  

Action Item: Kevin Bradley to talk to David Shaw and create a sub-committee or working group under HR education and move forward on global classification system.  Scott Senseman will go forward with his list of names for Herbicide MOA committee.

Constitution/Operating Procedures Report (Mark Bernards).   Honorary membership language in the Constitution and MOP differ.  Canadian (changed to reflect current name)/APMS are not listed in Constitution.  In the MOPs, some positions do not have responsibilities associated with them (regionals especially). Changes should be sent to the board first (e-vote) and then to membership.  

Recording of Oral Presentations. North Central’s policy is that a presenter must opt IN; hosted by Ohio State. WSSA would need to find a host. A suggestion was made to maybe start with plenary/symposia speakers at 2017 meeting.  Could this be a potential additional benefit of membership? Action Item: Do survey monkey to gauge interest of membership for this service. 

Publications Report (Sarah Ward). Sarah Ward should be formally re-appointed to additional 3-year term in February. She noted that WSSA will get 75% of Cambridge’s model projection in advance (Dec 2016). Royalties are 38% instead of 5-8% from Allen Press.  We will continue our relationship with BioOne and JStor.  Impact factors look good.  Sarah Ward distributed list of top 15 articles accessed and downloaded.  Weed Science Special Issue: Human Impacts of HR (held in DC 2014) should be distributed soon.

Transition update: Sarah Ward got a mutually acceptable contact signed with Cambridge and notified Allen Press that we were not renewing (expires December 2016).  Journal back content has been moved to CP; subscriber database too.  Anna Hoffender is our contact person at CP.  We will stay with Aries.  There will be an automatic redirect from Allen Press to Cambridge for one year from website.  Weed Technology and Weed Science will do 6 issues per year instead of 4. The post of raw PDFs will stop after January. Bound volumes of Weeds archives are at Allen Press. We need to physically remove whatever we want to keep and take to Iowa State. Check to see if IMI will handle sales of other books, e.g., Andersen seed book, herbicide handbook, etc.  We should get Weeds and Weed Science Reviews digitized.  How far back does the digitization go?

Nominating Committee (Dallas Peterson). Dallas Peterson will solicit names for VP.  Constitution says we elect MAL every other year.  Andrew Kniss is willing to stay on for one more year to get on every other year cycle.  Discussion ensued on constraints to service by USDA members. Federal employees can serve in professional or personal capacity but there are more restrictions. Dallas Peterson has 9-page letter outlining the restrictions.  

MOTION: Dallas Peterson moved to extend Andrew Kniss’s term for 1 year; seconded by JM. Unanimous affirmative vote.

JM tallied the Symposia Rankings (highest to lowest): Tank mix; Precision Ag; Area wide; Education (make into workshop?); Federal funding (make into workshop?); Metabolism; Low dose.

HR Education Committee.  Kevin Bradley (reporting for DS), stated that 7 regional meetings will be conducted as listening sessions; a company was hired to do these via grant.  A Third Herbicide Resistance Summit is planned for 2017.

Graduate Representative. Nick Basinger noted that they will have a grad student luncheon. They will get support from outside sources and get a guest speaker who may speak about having a good “on-line” presence as a topic. NB discussed having an Endowment Enrichment Scholarship for WSSA similar to what Southern has. Next steps would be to talk to endowment committee and finance. Applications could be reviewed by award committee.
